Many tradespeople have their van broken into and have their tools stolen, which can deprive them of their
livelihood. At present nothing is being done about this issue and every 12 minutes another van is being
broken into and in broad daylight with little to no response from the police.

Replacing tools and repairing damaged vehicles is not cheap, and subsequently puts people out of work
and sometimes out of business.

We want the Government to take action to tackle tool theft. Starting with enforcing the existing laws,
allocating more funding to the police forces across the UK to allow them to carry out their jobs effectively.
